1Tim 4:11-16: To those who are “young,” God’s call is that to live for Him… right now!


In the history of many cultures, young persons are often… despised

The way to overcome this is to… live every moment for God

As you live this way, you become an example to… believers, of ALL ages
Act 20:25-26: To our church family, we have the responsibility to impact the “young”… for a brief moment

When they leave our ministry, we must be able to say… “we’ve done ALL we can”

This starts in the… home

But it “takes a village to raise a child”: we all have shared responsibility

Both “halves” of this sermon apply to ALL of us…


…because at times, we ALL feel… inadequate/unqualified (“young”)

…because we ALL have the ability – and responsibility! – to… impact the lives of others

…because we are ALL called to live… as examples to others, by God’s power
